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Research Summary 2010 – Dr. Rhondalyn McLean
Dr. Rhondalyn C. McLean, Assistant Professor of Medicine in the Division of Cardiology at the Johns Hopkins University School of Medicine is a native New Yorker who attended the University of California, San Francisco School of Medicine.  Dr. McLean did her internal  medicine residency training at New York Presbyterian Hospital and completed cardiovascular fellowship training at the Johns Hopkins Hospital.  She obtained a Masters of Health Science degree with a focus in Clinical Investigation from the Johns Hopkins Bloomberg School of Public Health and is currently the Associate Director of the Johns Hopkins Hospital Coronary Care Unit and a clinical researcher. 
Mirroring her clinical interest in those patients with the poorest cardiovascular outcomes, she is the principle investigator of 3 clinical trials that seek to better understand the pathophysiology behind the untoward events seen in specific patient populations.  The trials explore the role of genetics as it relates to the development of heart failure, the efficacy of therapy for heart attacks in those with chronic kidney disease and the role of clotting factors in women who historically have a higher risk of death after heart attack than men.
